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Julia Wood Prize 2021

The Principal and Fellows of St Hugh’s College offer the Prize, worth up to £500, for the best historical essay submitted by a pupil who, at the closing date, has been in the Sixth Form of any school or college for a period of not more than two years. The winning essay will be published on the College’s website. 

The choice of historical subject is left to candidates. Essays should be between two thousand and four thousand words and submitted by the candidate as a Microsoft Word document through the form on the College website.

Last year, four essays shared the prize. The winners were: Maryam Mazhar, Year 12, Haberdashers’ Aske’s School for Girls, for her essay entitled: ‘La Convivencia: did the Catholic reconquest of Granada in 1492 bring an end to peaceful religious coexistence in Southern Spain?’; Rohan Thandi, Year 13, The Haberdashers’ Aske’s Boys’ School, for his essay entitled: ‘The rising hope of those stern and unbending Tories’: how high was Gladstone’s High Toryism 1832-41?’; Bethan Mapes, Year 13 Chelmsford County High School for Girls, for her essay entitled: ‘Sparing the weak and feeble’: was the Black Death the cause of population ageing in medieval England?’; Joseph Clarke, Year 12, Hills Road Sixth Form College, for his essay entitled: ‘Coffee: grounds for debate? An assessment of the relationship between coffeehouses and the ‘public sphere’ in seventeenth and early eighteenth-century England’.
